
4. What is “Babylon the great?” Why does it say that it has already 
fallen? How does Babylon tempt and deceive people to follow / 
worship the antichrist? How does Satan tempt and deceive you? 
How does knowing his evil system will be judged help you say 
no to the temptations? 

 
5. There are two cups of wine mentioned in verses 8-10. Why say 

that the wrath in the second cup will be full strength? What will 
that mean to people who have already gone through the seal and 
trumpet judgments? What impact should that have on their lives? 

 
6. Many people can’t accept the concept of eternal punishment. 

What alternatives have they suggested? How would you answer 
any claims that the punishment doesn’t match the crime? 

 
7. What biblical evidence do we have that wrath will last forever? 

How should meditating on that impact our zeal to reach people 
with the gospel?  

 
8. How will these truths help tribulation saints persevere, even 

under severe persecution and the possibility of martyrdom? How 
do they help you say no to the passing pleasures of sin and yes to 
things that are eternal? (See Hebrews 11:24-26; 2 Pet. 3:10-18) 

 
9. Verse 13 is the second “Beatitude” (“Blessed (Happy)…”) in 

Revelation (cf. 1:3). How is death by martyrdom during the Great 
Tribulation a blessed / happy thing? How do we develop and 
maintain that perspective in a world that associates happiness 
with temporal things? 

 
10. What rewards will faithful followers of Jesus receive after they 

die? Contrast what happens in the judgment to those who worship 
the beast (to gain temporal things) vs those who worship Jesus. 
How many can you find? 

 
11. If you were to die today, would your judgment lead to eternal 

wrath or eternal rest & reward? Are you sure?  
 

12. We are saved by grace through faith, not good deeds. But 
knowing that your deeds will follow you into eternity and be 
rewarded, how might you lay up more treasures in heaven in your 
remaining days on earth? Be specific.
