3. Your growth will intensify your passion for Jesus’ mission! 

 -The Corinthians (5:18-20); 1 Peter 2:9-10 
 

Misconception/Joy Robber:  “Simply being biblically well-informed  
     equates to maturity or Jesus’ likeness.”
